» Explore how UK universities are tackling major financial and planning issues; and

» Assess the relevance of various UK policy initiatives & responses to Australian/local policy issues.

UK Higher Education

The UK has an impressive higher education system with a well-deserved
reputation for high quality research and teaching, significant developments in
research commercialization and innovations in teaching, learning, governance
and linking universities with regional development agencies. Sixteen UK
universities are in the world’s top 100 universities according to the 2008 THES
rankings and ten according to the 2008 Shanghai Jiao Tong rankings.

The UK has a total of 109 universities and 169 other higher education institutions
with a total enrolment of 2.36 million students. A significant number of universities
belong to four main groupings: the Russell Group made up of 20 major ‘research
intensive’ universities; the 1994 group comprising other ‘research-intensive’
universities; the Milton + which represents universities that rely mainly on
teaching income; and the University Alliance formed in 2007 that aims to balance
teaching and research activities within institutions.

Study Tour Program

The program will provide for a range of professional interests and will try to cater
for the specific interests of participants. Examples of current UK policy issues/
initiatives to be explored include:

* Results of the 2008 RAE, QR allocations & successor mechanisms;

+ Impact of £3000 tuition fees and future Government funding plans;

+ 2009 Government White Paper on Increasing Social Mobility and Aimhigher, a
national program to widen participation in HE by raising aspirations;

+ HEFCE’s 2009 Economic Challenge Investment Fund;

* Reviews and innovation in university governance and leadership;

+ Current debate on classification system for honours degrees;

+‘Third Stream’ commercialisation funding and regional development agencies;

+ University graduate schools and new skill courses for PhD students.
