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EARLE PAGE COLLEGE CHORAL SCHOLARSHIPS

Earle Page College offers a quality SATB Choral experience and four Choral scholarships are presented to students from second year who have a strong interest and skills in this associated genre. (Applicants need to have been active members of the choir for their first year in order to apply)

The Choir rehearses for one hour each week (Monday 6.30pm-7.30pm) and  performs two works at the beginning of special event dinners each year of which EPC has about 5. (Occasionally we have extra rehearsals according to need) The choir also competes each year in the prestigious Armidale Eisteddfod.

The Choral repertoire is diverse and is selected by the conductor. The aim is to extend the Choral experience for each student, recognising that the Choral repertoire covers a period of  approximately 600 years and a range of Cultures. Students incorporating Music into a degree will find that exposure to this repertoire will be of special interest. It should be emphasised however that the choir is for any student affiliated with Earle Page College.

The Scholarships are offered annually and need to be applied for on the associated application form. 

Applicants need to show commitment to the College Choir and Choral music and be prepared to support the conductor in the administrative tasks associated with running the choir. These tasks include:

· Each scholar will represent a section of the Choir. They need to encourage membership associated with this vocal part, along with punctuality and commitment to each performance throughout the year.

· The music folders for each section need to be collated and checked regularly for the appropriate current music inserts 

· Assist students who need gowns for performance

· Choral scholars need to investigate and facilitate the opportunity for the Choir to participate in the intervarsity choral events offered in Australian capital cities each year.

· Occasionally the choir is invited to perform in other venues and on other occasions. The scholars will assist with the arrangements for this.

The Choral Scholarship is to the value of $300 per year and students applying need to undertake the following:

1. Submit an application form for the position

2. Audition:  (Present two contrasting songs) The Master and Conductor will constitute the audition panel

3. Interview: Discuss your interest in Choral music
