1.
Introduction

Earle Page College received a generous benefaction from the estate of the late Dr Peter Hemphill, Lecturer in Law and long term Senior Common Room Member, to support the creation of a number of Annual Travelling Scholarships for current and former members of the College. The Scholarships are to support study at a university, or other learned institution, in any of the following European countries:

All things being equal, a preference will be given to those students intending to study in Italy.
Funding will be made available to recipients to cover fees, travel, living expenses or any combination of these.

Details

It is envisaged that a number of scholarships will normally be offered each up to the maximum value of $10,000.00.

Eligibility

· Preference will be given to an applicant who is an Australian citizen or permanent resident as defined by the Commonwealth (refer to www.goingtouni.gov.au) 
· The applicant will be a current or former resident of Earle Page College and a current or former member of Earle Page College Junior Common Room (College Club). 

· The applicant must be able to demonstrate eligibility and evidence of an application for admission for a course of study of at least (3) months duration in a university, or learned institution, in one of the above mentioned European countries.
· Before accepting the offer of a Scholarship, the applicant must provide evidence of acceptance into an appropriate course of study and evidence of bookings for air travel.
4.
Selection 

· The scholarship will be awarded on the basis of academic merit, the quality/prestige of the course, the number of years in Earle Page College and the contribution made to the college community. The benefit to the individual or contribution to society may also be taken into account.
· The applicant must complete the Application Form attached and provide: 
· evidence of residence in Earle Page College;

· evidence of contribution to the College community (if available)
· an Academic record;
· a curriculum vitae; 
· evidence of application for admission to an appropriate course of study; and

· such further documentation as the Selection Panel may from time to time require. 
· As specified by the donor, the Selection Panel will comprise: the Master, the President of the Senior Common Room and the President of the Junior Common Room of Earle Page College. In the event that neither the Master nor President of the SCR is a current member of academic staff, an academic staff member of the SCR may be co-opted to the Selection Panel for academic input and advice. Co-option from the SCR or JCR may also be used to ensure the gender balance of the Selection Panel. All decisions, however, vest in the Selection Panel and any co-opted member may only provide advice to the Selection Panel.
· The decision of the Selection Panel will be final.

Report/s 

Number required:
Three references will be required. These will include one academic reference.

Closing Date

There will be two rounds of applications and offers each year. Closing date for Round 2, 2009 will be 30th January 2009. 
7.
Conditions

· The scholarship is intended for the nominated course and period of study and may not be deferred or transferred without the written approval of the Selection Panel. 
· The scholarship may comprise a combination of direct payments for course fees, airfares etc plus any residual payment made directly to the recipient/s.
· Recipient/s will be required to submit a 1000 word report on their study experience and the benefits that receiving the Travelling Scholarship provided. This must be received by the College Master within 4 weeks of the conclusion of the course of study.
· The recipient agrees to his/her photo and brief being used by the College for promotional purposes.
· The recipient acknowledges that overseas travel carries with it an element of risk. Accordingly, the recipient will be responsible for his/her own travel insurance and travels at his or own risk.

· The recipient indemnifies and will continue to indemnify the Selection Panel, Earle Page College and the University of New England in respect of any claims of whatsoever nature that may arise as a result of the recipient’s travel and study overseas.
· The scholarship may not be awarded in any given year if no suitably qualified applicant has applied.

· A recipient will not normally be awarded a subsequent Dr Peter Hemphill Travelling Scholarship.

· In accepting a Dr Peter Hemphill Travelling Scholarship, the recipient acknowledges that he/she is accepting the terms and conditions outlined above.
· Failure to meet the requirements of these terms and conditions may lead to the termination of the scholarship.
