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Faith Lutheran School is situated amongst vineyards on sixty acres of land at the foot of 
the Barossa Ranges on the outskirts of Tanunda in the beautiful Barossa Valley of South 
Australia. Faith is a co-educational day school with an enrolment of 660 students. Faith has a 
strong emphasis of Agriculture, teaching students about most aspects of the agriculture 
industry especially grape growing and wine making.
