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Part 1: Introduction and Staffing

The School of Law was established in 1993. It is located within the Faculty of The Professions.
In addition to units in law degrees the School teaches law units in various other courses and
awards offered by the University.

Students of the School of Law are drawn from categories that include school leavers, students
enrolled in other undergraduate courses, students with a bachelor’s degree in another discipline,
and students that meet university minimum entry requirements and at least three years of relevant
work experience.

Management and Staffing

The governance structures and management positions of the School of Law follow a standard
pattern within the University.

The School currently has the following committees: The Law Library, Head of School Course
Advisory Committee (HoSCAC), Research and Equity.

Head of School

The School of Law has a Head of School who is responsible to the
Dean of the Faculty of The Professions. The Head has general
responsibility for the staff of the School and for the administration of
the programs offered by the School. The current Head of School is
Professor Jurgen Brohmer.

School Meetings and Committees

Members of academic staff of the School of Law participate in the governance of the School
through School meetings which are held regularly during the academic year. The School Office
Manager, the Law Librarian and the President of the UNE Law Students’ Society, or his or her
nominee, also attend School meetings.

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Part 2:
Australian Centre for Agriculture and Law

The Australian Centre for Agriculture and Law is a unique initiative in Australia. The AgLaw
Centre (as it is commonly known) is a venture of the Faculty of The Professions. It is hosted by the
UNE Law School, and works closely with other research centres both at UNE and other local and
international institutions.

The collaboration provides the Centre with an enormous intellectual resource, spanning law,
policy, economics, management and the sciences. This expertise is applied to the advancement of
sustainable primary industry and rural communities. The Centre is focused upon delivering outputs
that are tangible and valuable to rural communities. Its contribution is focused on four areas of
strategic importance:

1.

Reducing the costs and complexity of primary production, and the impacts of these on rural
people. To achieve this, it aims at harmonised and simplified legislation and regulation,
better integrate government and private sector initiatives to achieve cost-effective
regulation. It also aims to address the institutions behind regulation and to seek
improvement in their efficiency.

Streamlining transactions so that markets can operate better. This involves attention to
contractual relationships, value chains and the ordering of relationships.

Advancing fairness and justice for disadvantaged rural communities. Whilst there is a
particular regard to the state of indigenous communities, the Centre also focuses on equity
of access to infrastructure and services in regional and remote communities.

Advancing sustainability through improved regulation, coupled with more effective market
instruments, information and support for voluntary programs.

The AgLaw Centre divides its work into a number of theme areas, with projects in each area. These

are:

Rules, which address government regulation, quasi-regulation such as policies and plans,
and private regulation like industry standards;

Tools of strategy, such as regulation, market instruments, education and information and
voluntary action;

Risks, particularly the management of risks which go with rural innovation such as genetic
modification or new species introduction; and

Relationships, which addresses contracts, agreements, disputes and institutional
arrangements.

The projects recently undertaken by the Centre reflect this cutting edge, multi-disciplinary
approach. They include:

1. Aninvestigation, funded by Land and Water Australia, of methods to improve the process

of creating natural resource use regulation;

2. A major initiative to assist primary producers undertaking voluntary environment
management system certification to self-evaluate their regulatory compliance (funded by
the Rural Industries Research and Development Corporation);

3. A project for Land and Water Australia, looking at how to use existing taxation structures
to motivate private investment in sustainability and conservation; and

4. A project investigating legal structures in the protection of Indigenous cultural knowledge.
The AgLaw Centre is currently engaged in a number of projects including:

1. Research into collaborative, community-based conservation and natural resource
management in the Pacific Island Region, working closely with Macquarie University’s
Centre for Environmental Law and the Christensen Foundation;

2. Work on the law governing the management of soils and water and other aspects of
sustainability, in China and in other developing areas of Asia. This work is the foundation
for a program being developed with the United Nations University in the Pamir Mountains
between Pakistan and China;

3. Asuite of studies as part of a multi-year research program for the CRC Irrigation Futures is
concerned with three important issues:

e Structuring institutional arrangements and instruments (such as trading or
regulation) to encourage innovations to improve the triple bottom line outcome
from irrigation;

o Developing approaches to manage the risks of potential irrigation policy failure
(including possible loss of social license to operate); and

e Efficient reporting under the Global Reporting Initiative (working closely with
Goulburn-Murray Water).

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Part 3: Undergraduate Courses of Study

Bachelor of Laws (LLB)

External Study

External students must apply directly to the University, through the University’s Admissions Unit.
Most external students qualify for admission to law studies as graduates with a three-year
bachelor’s degree or equivalent or, less commonly, through work experience and meeting
University minimum entry standards.

Internal Study

Internal applications are administered through the University Admission Centre (UAC) or
Queensland Tertiary Admission Centre (QTAC). In accordance with the university plan to
increase the number of on-campus students if an internal applicant satisfies the admission criteria
he/she is offered a place. The student must complete at least one semester as an internal student.

Graduates from a three-year bachelor’s course or mature aged applicants who have at least three
years of relevant work experience as determined by the Law Course Coordinator and also meet
university minimum entry standards are eligible for admission to the Bachelor of Laws. The degree
involves three years of full-time or six years of part-time study and is offered both internally and
externally. The Bachelor of Laws is offered on a Higher Education Contribution Scheme
(HECS) basis.

To complete requirements for the degree program a candidate shall complete 24 units to a total of
144 credit points.

To complete requirements for any of the double degrees programs students must complete 40 units

with a total of 240 credit points. Students must complete all the requirements for the LLB and 16
non-law units to the value of 96 credit points.

The non-law component of the double degree should be completed at the earliest opportunity and
students are encouraged to enrol in non-law units initially. LS 100 and LS 160 may be completed in
the first year of study.
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Part 4: HONOURS

Why do Honours in Law?

There are three main reasons for doing Honours in Law. First, it allows you to develop relative
depth and expertise in a topic area of vital interest to you. Secondly, you have the opportunity to
develop your legal writing and research skills to an advanced level — laying down the possibility of
higher degree study at some future time. Thirdly, the “Honours’ tag may serve to elevate and
differentiate you in a competitive legal job market.

There are three separate steps to achieving the degree of Bachelor of Laws with Honours:

e admission to candidature in the Honours program;
e enrolment in and successful completion of the unit, LS 400 (Honours in Law); and

o the award of Honours (and, if so, of what class) at the discretion of the School of Law.

Eligibility for Admission to the Honours Program

A candidate who, in the preceding eight ‘LS’ units, has obtained a grade point average of 5.5 or
better (where High Distinction = 7; Distinction = 6; Credit = 5; Pass = 4) with no failures is eligible
to enrol in LS 400, Honours in Law, and be admitted to the honours program in their final year of
study towards the Bachelor of Laws, the Juris Doctor, or the Bachelor of Laws component of a
combined degree program. In exceptional circumstances Law Course Coordinator has the
discretion to allow a student to enrol in LS 400 and be admitted to the Honours program who does
not meet the preceding criteria.

Students who completed any of their preceding eight ‘LS’ units (as specified above) prior to the
start of semester 1, 2006 may, with the permission of the Course Coordinator, enrol in LS 400 with
a grade point average between 5.0 and 5.499. Otherwise, the above rule applies.

A candidate admitted shall enrol in and complete the unit LS 400, Honours in Law and, if the thesis
component and final grade for that unit are Pass or better, must lodge with the Unit Coordinator
both a hard-bound and electronic copy of their Honours thesis for retention in the Law Library.

The Award of Honours

The award of Honours shall be at the discretion of the School of Law. However the following
matters shall be considered in determining the level of award:
o the candidate’s level of performance in LS 400;

o the candidate’s performance in their best 15 ‘LS’ units taken in the LLB, JD or for the
Bachelor of Laws component of a combined degree program;

¢ the candidate’s rate of progress through the degree program.
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School Policy for awarding Honours
The ‘Award of Honours’ by the School of Law is calculated in the following way:

e 60% of the final result is based on a grade point score for the best 15 ‘LS’ units taken
towards the degree. The result in LS 400 must be disregarded. For this purpose, grade point
scores are calculated as follows: N=0,P=1,C=2,D=3,HD =4.

e 40% of the final result is based on the percentage result awarded for LS 400, namely: point
score = LS 400 result (%) x 0.4 (with the result rounded upwards to the next half point,
where applicable).

In relation to the first limb of the above formula, where a student has not completed 15 ‘LS’ units
because (for example) they have been granted recognition for ‘advanced standing’, then the

student’s grade point score is the number of points actually achieved from the completed ‘LS’ units
as a proportion of the maximum points available for those units, multiplied by 0.6.

Grade of Honours

First Class — 75 marks and above.

Second Class, Division A — at least 70 marks but fewer than 75 marks.
Second Class, Division B — at least 65 marks but fewer than 70 marks.
Third Class — at least 60 marks but fewer than 65 marks.

No Honours: any student who achieves less than 60 marks may receive the degree of Bachelor of
Laws without an award of honours.



PART 5: POSTGRADUATE COURSES

Juris Doctor

The Juris Doctor is a professional qualification enabling graduates to practice law in all Australian
jurisdictions, or pursue a career in business or government. After completion of academic
qualifications in law, entry to legal practice also requires the completion of a Practical Legal
Training (PLT) course. The Juris Doctor is designed for graduates from disciplines other than law
and lawyers with a civil law degree. Outstanding students may graduate with honours. The Juris
Doctor is a full-fee paying course.

The Juris Doctor is not a doctoral-level award and graduates are not entitled to use the honorific
title 'Doctor'.

To complete requirements for the degree program a candidate shall complete 24 units to a total of
144 credit points over a minimum period of three years of full-time study or six years part-time
study.

Suggested Course Plan for the Juris Doctor

The program must include 19 core units (114 credit points) and a selection of three elective units
(18 credit points) from the Schools undergraduate electives and two units (12 credit points) from
the Schools postgraduate (LLM) electives.

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Graduate Diplomain Legal Studies

The Postgraduate Diploma in Legal Studies provides a suitable basis for graduates who wish to
gain a background in legal studies to be utilised in areas such as legal studies teaching, the public
service environment, management, planning and similar fields. It can provide a refresher course in
law for those whose initial studies occurred some time ago. It is also a broadening course for those
who, for personal interests or vocational requirements, now wish to extend their knowledge of law
into areas not previously studied.

The degree can be studied internally, on campus, or externally, by distance education. Typically,
internal students complete four semester-long units (or subjects) in each 13-week semester. The
Graduate Diploma in Legal Studies is a fee-paying course.

To qualify for the Graduate Diploma in Legal Studies a candidate must successfully complete
course work units to a minimum value of 48 credit points in law units (with the prefix LS). All
units are valued at six credit points or multiples of six credit points. A maximum of 24 credit points
(four units) at 100 level and a minimum of 12 credit points (two units) at 300 level, or at 400 level
may be taken.

Suggested Course Plan for the Graduate Diploma in Legal Studies

The course of study for the Graduate Diploma in Legal Studies needs to be approved by the Law
Course Coordinator.

Master of Laws (LLM)

The School of Law offers two LLM awards, the Master of Laws (by coursework) and the Master
of Laws (by research). The Master of Laws (by coursework) is a full-fee paying course available
for study on-line by full or part-time study. The Master of Laws (Research) is a higher research
degree.

Master of Laws (by coursework)

To qualify for the Master of Laws (by coursework) a candidate must successfully complete units
to the value of 48 credit points including LLM 600 Research Methodology and Theory.

On-line flexibility
The Master of Laws (by coursework) is offered on-line. Each subject has course materials in
electronic form. Assessment will be delivered and submitted electronically. Units may make

varying use of electronic discussion forums and/or chat rooms. Units may offer intensive face-to-
face sessions in Brisbane, Sydney or Melbourne subject to student demand.
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Advanced standing

Students who have completed a Practical Legal Training Course (PLT) may be granted advanced
standing of up to three unspecified six credit point units. Applications for advanced standing are
made to the Student Centre.

Master of Laws (by research)

The LLM (by research) is a supervised research degree. The course duration is one year (full-
time) and two years (part-time). Students will be required to complete the core unit LLM 600.
Research Methodology and Theory, before completing a thesis of up to 40,000 words. Supervisors
are limited and prospective candidates are encouraged to contact the Chair of the School Research
Committee to discuss potential topics by emailing law@une.edu.au

Entry requirements

Prospective students must have:

1. completed the requirements for a Bachelor of Laws (LLB) degree at a recognised tertiary
institution to a standard that evidences, in the opinion of the School an ability to conduct
higher degree research, or

2. completed the requirements for another award which, in the opinion of the Chair of the

Research Committee, maintains standards comparable to those required for the award
mentioned in paragraph (i).

Admission to Practice - Professional Legal
Training (PLT)
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Graduates who wish to be admitted to practice as a solicitor, barrister or legal practitioner
anywhere in Australia will also have to undertake a course of professional legal training. This can
consist of approximately half a year’s full-time training, undertaken internally or externally, or of
equivalent part-time training. In some jurisdictions, it may be possible to do articles of clerkship
instead.

Because the system adopted varies from jurisdiction to jurisdiction, enquiries should be made to the
admission authority in the state or territory in which you intend to practice; this is usually a
committee of the Supreme Court of that State or Territory or a special body set up to administer
admissions to the legal profession.

Concurrent enrolment in Practical Legal Training

In certain circumstances students may be permitted to enrol concurrently in a Practical Legal
Training course while completing their degree, further information you may email

Mode of Study

Internal and External Modes of Study

Law degrees can be studied internally, on campus, or externally, off campus by distance education.
Typically, internal students complete four semester units (or subjects) in each 13-week semester.

Students in full-time employment should only enrol in two units per semester. Any student in full-
time employment who wishes to enrol in more than two units per semester should apply in writing
to seek the permission of the Law Course Coordinator.

Apart from new internal students, who must remain internal for one semester, it is possible to
change from internal to external candidature, or vice-versa, or enrol in some units internally and
externally at the same time. Quotas may apply to external enrolments.

Some law units have optional intensive schools, which run for two days, and are held at various
times throughout the year (including school vacation periods).

For On-Campus students

For on-campus students there are generally two hours of lectures per week, followed up by weekly
tutorials that commence in the second week of the semester. Various teaching methods are used,
including conventional lectures, class participation and dividing tutorial classes into working
groups to complete problems under supervision.
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For Off-Campus students

For off-campus students the unit study guide provides a detailed, week by week set of learning
instructions. Specific readings from the texts are provided and students are able to reinforce their
knowledge by attempting the weekly tutorial exercises. External students are encouraged to attend
optional intensive schools where available, at which they have an opportunity to attend lectures and
to study in informal tutorial groups under the supervision of staff. There are also unit web sites
which provide the opportunity for students to discuss readings and tutorial problems among
themselves and with teaching staff.

Podcasting

The School of Law may offer audio recordings (podcasts) of internal lectures in selected units.
You will find these on Blackboard for each individual unit, under myUNE.

Teaching Practices

There is a number of common practices that reflect the teaching culture and practices of the School.
These are:

e Academic staff are committed to the view that external students take the same course and,
as far as practicable, are subject to the same assessment as internal students.

e Teaching material is largely delivered to external students by way of print and blackboard.

Internal students receive the same printed materials (study guides etc) as the external students.
Where study materials are not for distribution to internal students, they are in the library.

e Some units have two-day optional intensive schools in Armidale. External students are
encouraged to attend these schools. What is taught, and the Teaching methods for external
students employed, is left to the individual academic concerned. For details on when a
school will be offered may be found at: http://www.une.edu.au/timetable/

o Internal students are taught, particularly in early large enrolment units, by lecture and
tutorial session. For smaller units there is opportunity for seminars and practical work in
internal classes.

Web-based discussion groups are available in many units. Both internal and external students may
participate in them and they are used in a similar way to tutorials. Tutorials help students to answer
legal questions and to understand the law by allowing them to practise applying their legal
knowledge to problems and to discuss ideas.

Like tutorials, the Web-based discussion groups are not a forum for ‘finding the correct answer and
getting it down’. In relation to most legal problems considered in School of Law, there is no single
‘correct answer’. Rather, these groups are intended to be a way in which students can share ideas
on approaches to tutorial problems, assignments and previous examination papers. Only after
students have jointly considered a problem should they request direct help from the lecturer
involved. Ideas and suggestions derived from other students should be subjected to critical
consideration and verification by checking secondary sources, as well as primary sources such as
reports of cases and legislation.

It therefore follows that Web-based discussion groups are not constantly monitored. Constant
monitoring would indicate that they were intended to serve a different purpose. Web-based
discussion groups are designed to allow students to become involved in legal discussion with other
students. Occasionally, the discussion will be based on incorrect assumptions. However, it is only
by participating that students will find a Web-based discussion group to be of real benefit. Properly
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used, these groups lay the foundation for a deep understanding of the law. Remember that one of
the best ways of learning about something is to attempt to explain it to someone else.

Moots

A moot is a mock appeal in which a student is required to argue a case as if the student were
counsel (a barrister) appearing before an appellate court (for example, the Court of Appeal of the
Supreme Court of New South Wales, the Full Court of the Federal Court of Australia or the High
Court of Australia).

Mooting is part of the compulsory unit LS 480 Advanced Legal Research, Writing and Advocacy
in the UNE law degree. Some units may allow students to take part in a moot as part of the
assessment tasks in that unit.

The moot problem is designed to test the capability of students to undertake legal research on a
topical issue and to frame convincing arguments.

External students may choose to moot in Sydney, Melbourne or Armidale. For students who elect
to come to Armidale, the School tries to arrange the moot at a time when they will be in Armidale
for some other reason (usually, to attend a intensive school). The School is fortunate to have the
use of a court-room of the Federal Court of Australia to conduct its weekend moots in Sydney and
in Melbourne.

Summer Semester

A selected number of units from the School are offered each year in Summer Semester. This
semester consists of a short term from early December until late January and is open to all UNE
students. All Summer Semester units are undertaken by external study. Students are restricted to a
maximum of two units of study in each session. Availability of units is known in October each year
for the following summer.

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Transfers from undergraduate courses @UNE into
Law

Students from UNE who have completed at least one year of full-time undergraduate study or
equivalent may apply for admission to a double degree award, for which advanced standing may be
granted for units completed. Admission will normally be granted if the applicant has achieved a
grade point average of 4.5 over the last eight units. The GPA is calculated on the following scale:
HD 7, D 6, C 5 and P 4. The scores are totalled and divided by the number of units giving a grade
point average.

Advanced Standing

In accordance with University policy advanced standing may be granted towards the Law degree in
respect of units completed within the past 10 years at this University or at other institutions. In
general, approval will be granted for equivalent work completed elsewhere. Advance standing can
only be given for studies that form part of an award leading to admission, usually an LLB or JD.
The University Rules prescribe limits to the percentage of advanced standing that can be given.
The current limit is 67% of units required for a course of study.

Advanced standing may be granted towards the Master of Laws (by coursework) of up to three 6¢cp
units for Professional Legal Training (PLT) or equivalent with the approval of the Postgraduate
Law Course Coordinator.

General

The choice of assessment methods in the School of Law is based on an assumption that assessment
should be a useful part of the educative process. To that end, wherever possible assessment
methods reflect aspects of the tasks that may be performed by lawyers. It is also recognised that
students’ benefit from feedback on the forms of assessment carried out. Unit coordinators have the
responsibility for determining the method of assessment in each unit. There are, however, several
features shared by the assessment arrangements for most law units.

Those features are as follows:

e most law examinations are of two hours’ duration;
o the reading time for most law examinations is 15 minutes;

e most law examinations are ‘open book’, which means that any materials may be taken into
the examination except UNE Law Library books;

e most units have an assignment or essay as part of the assessment in the unit; and
o for most units internal and external students have the same assessment arrangements.
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The following assessment features are shared by a few law units:

e contributions towards discussion in classes may be assessable; and

¢ instead of the usual examination arrangements, there may be a take-home examination, to
be completed within a few days of being received.

In units in which contributions to class discussion are assessable, external students who attend
intensive schools are assessed in the same way as internal students. External students who are not
able to attend intensive schools are given an alternative form of assessment as a substitute for
contribution to class discussion.

Special Examinations (SPE)

If there are circumstances of a serious, unforeseen and unavoidable nature, which will affect a
student’s performance in or attendance at examinations, and if appropriate documentary proof is
provided, the student may apply for special consideration or a special examination. The application
must be made within 5 days of the exam for which a SPE is being sought. .

If a student is unable to complete their work
within the School’s allowable extension of 14 days, it is recommended that you apply for a
retrospective withdrawal on the ground of illness or unforseen circumstances.

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Carry Forward of Assessment

Students with a W, WN, N or NI result in a unit may be permitted to carry forward earlier
assessment in that unit at the discretion of the current unit coordinator.

Students must apply to the current unit coordinator for permission to carry forward earlier
assessment in that unit by no later than the last day for enrolment in units in the relevant
semester as stipulated in the Units and Course catalogue.

The length of time for the carry forward of assessment will be limited to the next time the
unit is offered in a regular semester (excluding Summer School offerings).

Students permitted to carry forward earlier assessment in a unit must have the original
mark carried forward (ie, no remark) when retaking that unit.

Students permitted to carry forward earlier assessment in a unit must comply with the
administrative requirements of the University when retaking that unit.

Unsatisfactory Academic Progress

The University has an exclusion procedure that operates as follows.

In December-January each year the Student Centre scans enrolled student academic
transcripts.

Students who have not successfully achieved a GPA of greater than 2 will be invited to
show cause why they should not be excluded from the Faculty for one year on the basis of
inadequate academic progress.

Students who do not show cause by the due date will be automatically excluded for the
period specified.

Students who respond to the show cause invitation will be referred to the Course
Coordinator for decision.

Policy on Plagiarism and Improper Conduct:
Coursework

Students must read carefully the university’s policy on Plagiarism and Improper Conduct.

In the policy website at: http://www.une.edu.au/policies/academic.php., ‘Plagiarism is
intentionally or unintentionally using of the work of other persons, copying (in whole or in
part) the work or data of other persons, or presenting substantial extracts from written,
printed, electronic or other media in a student’s written, oral electronic, online or group
assignment work without due acknowledgment. Plagiarism involves giving the impression
that a student has thought, written or produced something that has, in fact, been taken from
another.

In the policy is on the above website ‘Academic misconduct’ includes:

consciously acting in a manner that would assist another student commit plagiarism or
acting in an inappropriate manner to obtain information with the intent to plagiarise;

allowing a student’s work to be copied by another student;

submitting, as a new work, an assessment task previously produced and assessed for
another unit or award, without appropriate acknowledgment and without the prior
permission of the current Unit Coordinator; and
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e collusion.

Actions and penalties for plagiarism and improper conduct are set out in the policy at 7. In addition
to these penalties, it is possible that a law graduate who has a penalty for plagiarism or improper
conduct will have difficulty obtaining admission to legal practice.

Appeals

If a student wishes to appeal a mark or grade they must submit a case in writing under the Student

Curriculum Review

Between 2007-2008 the UNE School of Law reviewed the undergraduate law course
curriculum;

this review included, amongst other things, consultation with current students, alumni/legal
professionals and law staff, together with a survey of the latest academic literature about
legal education in Australia, concerning ways for updating the UNE curriculum;

this review has also occurred within the larger framework provided by the UNE Strategic
Plan, 2008-2011 and developments with legal education occurring through the Council of
Australian Law Deans (CALD);

the main change is that students commencing undergraduate law studies at UNE in 2009
will take 18 compulsory units and 6 elective units, whereas existing students will continue
— under the existing course rules - with a structure of 16 compulsory units and 8 elective
units (or, for the JD degree, 17 compulsory and 7 elective units);

one of the additional compulsory units for new students will be the new unit, LS 101 Law
in Context — this unit is not available to existing students;

the other change for new students is that the existing compulsory unit, LS 210 Civil
Procedure and Evidence will be split into two separate units, LS 111 Civil Procedure and
LS 212 Evidence and Proof — the options available with these units for existing students
are outlined below.

What Does this Mean for Pre-2009 Students?

as mentioned above, students who commenced their undergraduate law studies prior to
2009 will continue — under the existing course rules — with a structure of 16 compulsory
units and 8 elective units (or, for the JD degree, 17 compulsory and 7 elective units);

entering into 2009, there will be two categories of existing students with respect to LS 210
Civil Procedure and Evidence:

students who have already passed LS 210; and
students who have yet to pass LS 210.

Suggested Course Plans for the Bachelor of Laws Double Degrees
Pre- 2005 course structure

The Law component consists of 25 units to the value of 144 credit points and must include all units
listed in Group A including Moot Court which has no credit point rating, and a selection of seven
elective units from Groups B, C and D, with a minimum of one unit from each of these groups. The
units in Groups A to D are listed in the table that appears below. Elective units with lower
enrolments are offered every second year.

In full-time programs for double degrees the non-law component is normally undertaken in the first
three years in conjunction with law units. In the final two years of these programs only law units
are usually taken. All of the above programs are offered on a HECS basis.

The following are suggested course plans but can be modified to suit individual needs.
Prerequisites for units have been taken into account but not the possibility of taking units in
summer semesters or of obtaining advanced standing for units completed elsewhere.

Generally students begin their double degree concentrating on subjects relevant to the non-Law
component eg Arts, Commerce, Science, etc. Gradually the proportion of study devoted to Law
increases, until in the final years, most students are wholly engaged in the study of Law.

The non-law component of the double degree should be completed at the earliest opportunity and
students are encouraged to enrol in non-Law units initially. LS 100 and LS 160 may be completed
in the first couple of years of study. The order in which Law units may be completed is indicated
above.

Master of Laws Pre-2005 course structure

The Master of Laws program offered by the School of Law is available by internal or external
study and by part-time study if desired. Candidature may be by thesis only or by a combination of
course work and dissertation. Different admission requirements must be met for each mode of
candidature. The Master of Laws is a HECS-based degree.

To qualify for the Master of Laws a candidate must successfully complete units to the value of 72
credit points. The program can be undertaken in one of the following ways:

Option A: Thesis Only

A candidate must enrol in the unit LS 599 and pursue research under the direction of a supervisor
and submit a thesis, to the value of 72 credit points, of not less than 40,000 and not more than
50,000 words, excluding appendices.

A full-time student must submit the thesis not earlier than one year and not later than three years. A
part-time student must submit the thesis not earlier than two years and not later than five years.

Option B: Course work and Major Dissertation

Course work to the value of 24 credit points (four units) to be completed at Credit level or better
from 300- and 400-level units, and a major dissertation (LS 500) of not less than 25 000 and not
more than 35,000 words, excluding appendices, to be completed at Pass level or better to the value
of 48 credit points.

A full-time student must complete this program of study in not more than 18 months. A part-time
student must complete the program of study in not less than two years and not more than three
years.

Program of Study

To qualify for the Master of Laws by course work and major dissertation a candidate must
successfully complete 300, 400, or 500 level units to the value of 72 credit points. Undergraduates
also undertake the 300 and 400 level units in the later years of their courses.
