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BORROWING FOR EXTERNALS
This podcast from the Library of the University of New England will discuss how external students can borrow from UNE and other university libraries in Australia.

Your University Library is well set up to look after external students. 
We lend you books and post them out to you. The University pays the outgoing postage. You need to pay postage for the return of books. 

There is no charge for reasonable amounts of photocopying for external students. We are happy to copy articles from items we hold in paper format. Many articles, and even a number of books, are available electronically though. If something is available online, you should be able to make your own copies.

Often you will have a list of books you need. You can use online request forms to ask for these. If you have lots of requests, it’s most efficient to use our email forms. This allows you to fill in your name and contact details once only. You can then save the form and keep it as an email template to re-use for lots of requests. To see all the ways you can contact us and find   more information on this, go to the University Library web page at www.une.edu.au/library. Click on the Library Services Tab at the top of the page. On the Library Services page look under Students and click on External. The information you need is at the top of the page.

If you need books for an assignment, but you don’t have a list of relevant ones, you’ll need to search the Library Catalogue to see what’s available. The catalogue is easy to find on the University Library page. 

If you live near another University you may prefer to go to their library and borrow from it. UNE participates in a National Borrowing Scheme with other university libraries. Some libraries charge a joining fee - others are free. The process for joining varies though, but you normally need photo ID such as your driver’s license and also proof of current enrolment at UNE. You apply directly to the university library near you for borrowing privileges. It isn’t necessary to contact the UNE University Library first. 
You’ll be pleased to know that you can claim back some of the cost from us if you have to pay a fee to join a library in the National Borrowing Scheme.
