OBSOLETE REGULATORS CAN POSE A SAFETY HAZARD

Recent changes to the industry standard to increase cylinder pressures for industrial oxygen have improved customer service by providing greater usage and improved utilisation of cylinders. However, because of this change, the designs of older style regulators are now unable to meet the upgraded safety standard for industrial oxygen and are considered more susceptible to failure under certain circumstances.

The above mentioned regulators are all in excess of 20 years old and do not meet the safety design requirements of the current Australian Standard AS 4267–1995 for pressure regulators. They are considered unsafe to use on cylinders with outlet pressures in excess of 17,500 kPa (175 bar). If used with cylinders operating at or above 17,500 kPa failure may occur that could potentially result in operator injury and facility damage.
