A number of buildings around the University are fitted with fixed Aqua Coolers 5  which  are plumbed into the buildings water supply and usually provided with a cord t connect to an electrical source.
Most Aqua Coolers have a fixed bubbler and a goose-neck glass-filler.  On early models the goose neck as threaded  but on the more modern fillers it is non threaded and can be swivelled over the edge of the cooler basin.

Water and electricity do not mix.  
It has come to my attention that some of the water coolers are installed so close to the electrical wall socket that water from the gooseneck can splash over the electrical plug/socket or floor
I am requesting  that all OHS representatives check the coolers in their area.  If there is a non threaded , swivelling spout. please check the proximity of electrical connection.  

If it is possible that water from the spout could come into connection with the electrical source please contact FMS
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
