HOW TO APPLY

The following application form can be used by Australian Citizens, Australian Permanent Residents and New Zealand Citizens to apply for admission to postgraduate research/higher degree research programs available at the University of New England. This application form can also be used to apply for scholarships. Course options are listed on page two of the application form. International Students should download and complete the Higher Degree Research Candidature and/or Scholarships Application Form for International Students.

ADVICE FROM POTENTIAL SUPERVISORS

You are encouraged to contact academic staff of the appropriate Faculty before submitting your application.  These academic staff can provide you with assistance concerning your choice of topic.  In addition, they can advise on the preparation of the research proposal.

COMPLETE ALL SECTIONS OF THE APPLICATION FORM

Please ensure that you complete all sections of the form as per the instructions at question 1. You must sign the declaration in Part B before printing the form and either mailing it to us with attachments or scanning it and emailing it with scanned attachments to hdradmit@une.edu.au

· previous research publications;

· conference papers you have presented;

· previous research projects you have undertaken (whether for higher degree purposes or otherwise);

· any other research experience (such as working as a research assistant).

DOCUMENTS REQUIRED

When submitting your application, please make sure that you include all the required documents (the checklist on the application form will assist you with this).  Wherever possible, it is best to avoid submitting documents separately - submit them all with the application. The University will not be able to process or consider your application unless all sections have been satisfactorily completed and all specified documentation has been provided.

Certified* copies of the following documents are required:

· proof of any changes of name (eg marriage certificate);

· proof of Australian or New Zealand citizenship (eg birth certificate, relevant pages of passport, or citizenship certificate) or Australian permanent residency (eg relevant pages of passport showing visa);

· transcripts of all your tertiary education studies.  These should indicate the name of the qualification, the institution of enrolment, the years of study, the subjects/units undertaken, the grades achieved, explanatory notes concerning the grades, and proof that the qualification has been completed; 

· proof of your commencement date and evidence of any intermissions or changes of candidature (eg from full time to part time) if you are applying to transfer from another institution or if you have been enrolled in such a program at another institution within the last three years

· Copies of the title page and list of Editorial Board Members for research publications you have produced.

*A certified copy is one in which a person able to sign affidavits (eg pharmacist, medical doctor, Justice of the Peace, dentist, solicitor, Member of Parliament, school principal, etc.) has certified it as a true copy of the original document.

Please attach certified copies of transcripts of academic record and evidence of completion of all qualifications. Do not send original documents. All copies must be certified according to the instructions above. Do not delay submitting an application if you are waiting for results of current study. Forward the result or transcript as soon as it becomes available.

RESEARCH PROPOSAL

Please provide a brief outline (maximum of 2 A4 pages) of your proposed research topic.  This is used to assess whether the University has supervision expertise for the duration of your candidature.

ACADEMIC REFEREES' REPORTS

Reports from two academic referees are required for all applications. It is recommended that you request reports from current or former lecturers.  Please urge your referees to complete and send in their reports (using the UNE referee report form available at www.une.edu.au/research-services/forms/refereesreport.rtf)) as soon as possible. The referees’ reports must be received by the scholarship closing date if you are applying for a scholarship. It is also recommended that you ask your referees to retain a photocopy of the reports they provide to the University.  Please note that these reports are confidential and should be sent by your referees directly to the University of New England at the address indicated on the form.

MAKE A PHOTOCOPY OF YOUR APPLICATION

It is advisable to keep a photocopy of your application for your own records. The original application only is to be submitted in a single sided format with attachments presented on A4 paper where possible. The application form and attachments should be clipped together – not stapled. Applications may be emailed to hdradmit@une.edu.au, but the declaration must be signed.
PRIVACY STATEMENT

The University of New England is subject to the provisions of the Commonwealth Privacy Act 1988 and you are entitled to protection of your privacy.  This means that any information the University collects about you, including personal details, academic progress details, and personal welfare information, is treated by the University according to strict guidelines.  Access to your information is restricted to those staff that may need the information in order to carry out their responsibilities in your personal and /or academic interests.

Other than in accordance with any legal or academic obligation, the University will not disclose personal information about you.  This means we do not release any information we hold about you such as your address, or your results, even to close relatives, without your permission.

The exceptions to the general application of these guidelines are the obligations imposed on us by law, Government regulation, or the requirement for normal operation of the University.  They include the following:

· We advise Centrelink of your enrolment details if you are receiving payments

· We release statistical information to the Department of Employment, Education and Workplace Relations (DEEWR) as noted on your enrolment form

· We may publish your award of a prize or scholarship

· When your award is conferred, your name will be published in the record of proceedings for the conferring of awards

· If you are an overseas student or a permanent resident we give the Department of Immigration and Multicultural and Indigenous Affairs (DIMIA), the Australian Agency for International Development (AUSAID) and DEEWR certain information which we are required to release

· If you are alleged to have committed a criminal offence, we may be requested to assist the police with personal information about you for general enforcement

· If you apply to transfer to another tertiary institution we may release to that institution, or tertiary admission centre, information about your academic progress at this University.
