GENERAL RULE 11:  RIGHT OF ACCESS TO THESIS

Under the Copyright Act 1968 (Section 51(2) as amended by S11), 1980, the Librarian has the right to copy theses under the conditions set out in that provision:

Section 51(2) Copyright Act 1968 (As amended by S11 of the 1980 Act) - "Where a manuscript or a copy, of a thesis or other similar literacy work that has not been published is kept in a library of a university or other similar institution or in an archives, the copyright in the thesis or other work is not infringed by the making of a copy of the thesis or other work by or on behalf of the officer in charge of the library or archives if the copy if supplied to a person who satisfies an authorised officer of the library or archives that he requires the copy for the purposes of research or study".

However, the University has the right to restrict access to theses held by the University Library and is prepared to allow the author of a thesis to restrict access to the thesis for certain purposes.

ADVICE TO AUTHORS re the declaration overleaf:

(i)
Option (a) 
This option makes a thesis freely available for all purposes including copying. 

(ii)
Option (b)  
This option makes a thesis available for private study or research, but reasonable protection is provided for confidential information.  It is the responsibility of persons wishing to have access to the thesis for purposes other than for research or private study to consult the author, who will advise the appropriate Head of Department.  The maximum period of restriction available using this option is 24 months. 
(iii)
Option (c) 
 This option prevents any use of a thesis except that the University may make the thesis available for private study or research if the Committee mentioned in the option considers the restriction too extreme.  Where possible the author of a thesis will be consulted when an application has been made to vary the restriction. The maximum period of restriction available using this option is three years.
(iv)
Option (d)  
This option allows a candidate to apply for a period of restriction in excess of three years.  A submission (maximum one A4 page) outlining the reasons for the request must be attached to the signed Declaration.  The Committee mentioned in the option may consider the restriction too extreme, in which case they may determine that right of access be reverted to Option (c).

(v)
University Microfilms/Dissertation Abstracts International:
The University has made arrangements with University Microfilms International for the microfilming of the PhD theses, and the publication of abstracts in Dissertation Abstracts International at the University's expense.  This will make your research more widely known and also more readily available to interested scholars around the world.
