How To Use This Database:
1) If the procedure or test you require for your research is listed in the database insert the Procedure or Test Number and the Name into the appropriate question on your application form.

2) For each procedure or test you select, you will need to refer to the Risk Level column.  Risk is the potential for harm to the participant including, physical, psychological, social, economic or legal.  In the context of procedures and tests, harm could be anything from distress or anxiety caused by the research procedure or from remembering life events which could result, if appropriate follow-up is not provide to participants who are found to have previously undiagnosed conditions requiring treatment.

3) Researchers must have plans in place to manage minimise or negate the risk.  This is your duty of care. Your research protocol must include plans that are appropriate to the level of risk as follows.
Risk Level = 1

There are no known risks associated with this procedure or test – no particular plan is required

Risk Level = 2
Low Level Risk. Participants are to be alerted to the possible risk posed by this procedure or test and be provided with a list of appropriate sources for assistance – i.e. self-directed referral. E.g. the Information Sheet for Participants or a supplement to the procedure or test itself should state something like: “If answering any of these questions raises issues for you or you are having difficulties coping, we suggest  you to get some assistance from {indentify sources of assistance or counseling}.  If you would like further advice in relation to appropriate sources of assistance please contact the researcher on………”

Risk Level = 3

High Level Risk. Not appropriate for anonymous testing – researcher follow-up and direct referral to appropriate ongoing care is required, e.g. previously undiagnosed or untreated conditions may be identified.
