Access

- Access to courts is allowed during allocated times.

- Entry must first be granted via the Customer Service Reception desk. Payment must be
received and receipted before entry is permitted.

- All school groups or bulk bookings must pre-book before using any part of the facility.

- Teachers and group leaders should inform all students/children of each game’s rules and modify
rules as required to maintain student/child safety and enjoyment.

Game Play

- White or non-marking soled shoes must be worn.

- Never enter a squash court while play is in progress. Before entering the court knock and wait
for players to acknowledge you.

- Always keep the doors closed and handles flush with the walls whilst play is in progress.

- If players take belongings to the court, they should store them in the front corners of the court
only.

- Players should drink plenty of fluids before, during, and after any game.

- All players should warm up before any game and cool down after any game.

- Appropriate clothing should be worn that allows the evaporation of sweat; minimum clothing is
shirt, shorts/skirt, socks and shoes.

- All loose apparel, jewellery and other ornaments that may cause injury must be removed before
play starts.

- Long hair, if it is likely to impair vision or become entangled in the equipment, should be
secured.

- Only players involved with the match should be on the court during a game.

- Eyewear protection should be worn irrespective of skill level, practice or competition complying
with AS4066:1992 or ASTM F803 standard.

- Prescription eyewear should be checked by an optometrist for suitability on the court before
use.

- All equipment should be inspected prior to use and maintained on a regular basis.

Change Rooms

- Children under 8 are to be accompanied by an adult at all times.

- Children over the age of 8 are to only use same sex change rooms.

- If a child has not been toilet trained please ensure an adult is with them at all times when they are
using the toilets. Any mess is the responsibility of the parent to clean up.

Note:

- We encourage patrons who have any special requirement to contact reception prior to your visit
S0 we may better accommodate your needs and make your visit a pleasurable experience.

- Patrons are required to leave the squash courts 15 minutes prior to Sport UNE closing.

Please note: Failure to comply with the above rules could result in Sport UNE asking a patron
to leave the premises, with membership suspension, membership cancellation, and/or
permanent restriction from Sport UNE allocated to that patron if deemed serious.
