STIPEND

A Stipend to the value of $6,000 per annum, inclusive of GST, payable in one instalment of $6,000 at the beginning of each year, will be paid to the Student’s nominated account. Please note that the Agent has applied to the Australian Tax Office for a ruling about whether or not the Stipend is subject to GST.
The Stipend will, subject to the terms of this Agreement, continue to be paid each year to a maximum of 4 years or the completion of the Student’s course, whichever is the earlier.

The Stipend for each year, except the first, shall be paid on receipt of the previous year’s report.

Conditions

· Undergraduate scholarship holders may not hold more than one UNE scholarship if the combined value is greater than three thousand five hundred dollars ($3,500) per annum.

· The scholarship is payable directly to the recipient’s bank account in one instalment (at the end of January).

· Continuation of the scholarship is subject to satisfactory academic progress: 

· The scholarship shall comprise a cash payment of six thousand dollars ($6,000) annually for a maximum of 4 years or the completion of the Student’s course, whichever is the earlier, conditional upon the recipient maintaining at least a Credit grade average over all subjects. Official grade results are to be sent to Emma Doyle, UNE each year as soon as they are available

· It is expected that the recipient will be enrolled full-time, on-campus and complete the course in the minimum period of candidature applicable to the course.

· Recipients will be required to submit brief reports (by 30th June and 30th November each year) on their progress with their studies and involvement in sporting, cultural and community activities as well as participation in University life.

· Work at least 2 weeks in each calendar year when holding the scholarship within the wool industry starting in the 2009/2010 summer vacation period (this start date is negotiable). Assistance will be provided in arranging the placement. The Student must provide a report to UNE on work experience using the attached template by 31 January following the work experience.  

· Enrol in at least two of the four AWET licensed sheep and wool units at UNE. Wool Metrology and Biology, Wool Marketing & Clip Preparation, Wool Processing and Sheep Production. Failure to do so will result in the return by the Student of all scholarship funding.

· Any request to vary the conditions of the scholarship must be made in writing and will be determined at the discretion of the Undergraduate Scholarships Committee.
