This fact sheet provides a comprehensive beginner’s guide to entries in the author-date referencing system.
General rules for authors, dates and editions apply to all sources of information including print, media and Internet sources.

The term dark internetis used
when a web address cannot take
the user back to the actual site
(e.g. in a Blackboard unit frame; a
purchased Internet article).

If you have any doubts, copy the web address into your browser and check that it
reaches the source that you have referenced in your essay. If it does not, then you
would have to find a way to get the correct address (e.g. hover over the link, OR to
open the site > right click > select ‘This Frame’ > select ‘Open Frame in New
Window’ > copy the URL > paste into your Reference list). If there is no reliable way
to show the way back to the site, include your source as an appendix.
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
